With this typeface, we 
have questioned wheather as type 
designers, we can make a design 
tool that uses this spontaneous, 
if somewhat unstructured, 
form of communication. Can 
typography, which is built on 
the principle of a repeating 
grid of letterforms, ever 
be a medium that is fluid and 
expressive, should it even aim 
to be?
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This font uses a series of 
Opentype features, from 
s t a n d a r d  l i g a t u r e s  t o 
more complex contextual 
substitutions.
